Tips and Tricks
When you have too many fish for the filtration on your small pond, consider an external filter and in-pond
pump that can be added in addition to what you already have. In that way, you may not have as much renovation to
do in order to fit’ a new filtration system to your pond. We recommend the OASE Filtoclear in many instances

where the customer is just not happy with water quality due to an overpopulation (let’s face it, most of you are in this
position already and know exactly what I’'m talking about). Based on pressure requirements, we always, always rec-
ommend using the matching pump from OASE to preclude any problems. If you must use your existing pump then
we’d suggest one of the OASE gravity flow filters like the Biotec 5000 that is not quite so ’picky’ about pressure.
