
 Boy, was I wrong!  In the last newsletter I started off with a statement 
about Fall falling. It didnôt and hasnôt happened yet in Oklahoma.  Worried that 
people would continue feeding their fish as the water temps approached 55, I 
gave our temps that day as 64 and predicted they 
would continue to drop.  Nope! Didnôt happen.  As of 
today, our water temps are 68 and based on the ten 

day forecast, not likely to drop anytime soon. Keep feed-
ing those babies. I know theyôll be coming to the surface 
acting starved (theyôre really not).  
 We had a great potluck ôcookoutô with our friends 
from the Water Garden Society of Oklahoma recently.  If 
you arenôt a member, you should check them out at 
www.wgso.org.  Great group of folks who have a fun time liv-
ing the pond life. We cook the burgers and hotdogs and they bring the rest and it is 
really, really good. Look at all that food!  
 Weôve had some customers tell us their ponds are still growing algae due to 
the warm weather weôre still having. If this is you, never fear, it will eventually get   
cold and stop most of the algae growth.  Until then, just keep on doing what you do, 

whether thatôs treat with an algaecide, regular water changes, heavy treatments of bacteria or as we rec-
ommend, a combination of the three plus a UV light.  
 Itôs still nice enough weather that you can take your pump out of the 
skimmer to check it, remove your UV light if you do that during the winter, 
put your de-icer in, do a final cleaning on your basket, net, bio bags, etc be-
fore the really cold weather sets in.  Remember, if you wash your bio media 
with chlorinated water you are starting over...chlorine kills bacteria.  Itôs bet-

ter to use pond water if possible, youôre 
not trying to get the materials squeaky 
clean, youôre trying to remove the sludge 
or particles that may be blocking water 
from getting to the bacteria or in the case 
of the skimmer basket or net, keeping wa-
ter from getting to the pump.     
 Please note: We will be CLOSED Sunday, Monday and Tues-
day, beginning November 1st; open the rest of the week at our regu-
lar times, 9 -6 weekdays and 10 -4 Saturdays.

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      TIPS and TRICKS  
 Ifôs that time of year again, in fact, itôs past time in some places.  Lotôs of maples are already 
losing copious amounts of leaves and those leaves will likely remain in the bottom of the pond de-
composing all winter long causing the nutrient level in the water to rise which will allow algae to 
grow since your bacteria colony is declining.  Save yourself some time and hard work in the spring 
my covering your pond now.  Use a dip net to remove as much of the debris from the bottom as 
you can before putting the net in place.  Atlantic Water Gardens has a couple of great nets with a 
collapsible pole system for support.  We also have premium nets that will stop the smallest seeds 
from getting into the pond. They are bound and have grommets every two foot.
